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EXTENDED ABSTRACT:

Introduction: In the current era, the success of organizations cannot be achieved solely
through the utilization of wealth and equipment; social capital has emerged as a complementary
factor to human, financial, and economic capital. Social capital generally refers to a set of
shared values that allow individuals to collaborate effectively towards a common goal within
a group. It is an important factor in explaining the differences in economic growth between
companies and has become an attractive concept for researchers and policymakers. Social
capital is introduced as cohesive networks that share norms, values, and understandings,
facilitating internal and external cooperation within organizations (Mercado et al., 2019). It is
considered one of the most popular concepts that has emerged in management discussions,
particularly in the field of sociology, aimed at investigating and creating value based on
communities and social networks. Social capital has been viewed from both process and
content perspectives. From a process perspective, four dynamic factors — stability, closure,
interdependence, and interaction — strengthen the formation of social capital. From a content
perspective, social capital comprises three dimensions: structural, cognitive, and relational. The
structural dimension is necessary for the existence of the relational and cognitive dimensions,
while the cognitive dimension is necessary for the relational dimension. Social capital is
recognized as an economic asset, contributing to acquiring financial resources and increasing
organizational efficiency. Numerous studies have examined the relationship between social
capital and the performance of investment companies in terms of efficiency and sustainability
by analyzing various economic and non-economic factors. From the perspective of endogenous
economic growth models, social capital is considered an institutional variable influencing the
growth and economic stability of economic societies. Economic and sociological research over
the past few decades indicates that social capital influences the performance of investment
companies, particularly financial development.

Methods: The research methodology is determined based on the purpose of the study. The
present research is applied-developmental in terms of purpose and has been conducted
qualitatively. This research is exploratory in nature and was conducted using a semi-structured
interview tool. The interview questions were derived from the main and sub-questions of the
research, which were designed with the expansion and explanation of 5 questions in a
researcher-made manner and with the approval of the supervisor. The case study is Kian
Investment Company, and the statistical population of the research consists of the managers
and experts of this company, from whom 12 people were selected using snowball sampling. In
such studies, the sample size is determined using the sufficiency limit until theoretical
saturation, so this research reached theoretical saturation after 12 interviews. The responses
and interviews with experts were conducted in person. To develop the framework and analyze
the collected data, a three-level thematic analysis method (basic, organizing, and global
themes) was used. Also, to measure validity and reliability, criteria such as credibility,
confirmability, and dependability, as well as the Holsti coefficient, were used. Thematic
analysis is a method for identifying, analyzing, and reporting patterns within qualitative data.
This method is a process for analyzing textual data and transforms scattered and diverse data
into rich and detailed data. This method uses a multi-step process to create basic, organizing,
and ultimately global themes, including: 1) familiarizing with the data, 2) creating initial codes
and coding, 3) searching for and recognizing themes, 4) drawing a thematic network, 5)
analyzing the thematic network, and 6) reporting.

Result: Semi-structured expert interviews were conducted with experts from investment
companies to identify a model for promoting social capital. In this stage, before starting the
interview, some questions were considered, and during the interview process, it was anticipated
that new questions would also be raised. To familiarize the researcher with the depth and
content range of the data, repeated re-readings of the data and active reading of the data
(searching for meanings and patterns) were performed. The findings from the data coding
process are then presented. Braun and Clarke (2021) presented a six-stage process for thematic
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analysis, which was also used in this research: In the first stage, familiarization with the depth
of the data content was done. The second stage deals with creating initial codes, and in this
stage, 81 codes were extracted from the interviews. In the third stage, called the search for
initial themes, different codes were categorized into initial themes, and all coded data
summaries were arranged, resulting in 45 initial themes. In the fourth stage, organizing themes
were formed, which included reviewing, refining, and shaping higher-level themes. In the fifth
stage, the main themes for analysis were presented, defined, and reviewed again. Then the data
of each main theme was analyzed. In this stage, seven main or global themes were obtained
from among the sub-themes. In the final and sixth stage, the final analysis and report writing
were performed. Given the findings from Table 5 and the separation of initial themes into
constituent themes and the final identification of the components of promoting social capital in
investment companies as global themes in this research, the findings indicate that this model
has 8 global themes, including increasing participation, improving organizational adaptability,
increasing corporate social responsibility, increasing transparency, nurturing a positive
organizational culture, expanding organizational trust, dynamic competition, and flexible
organizational structure. The themes were classified into these 8 categories based on conceptual
relationships with each other. The organizing themes that created each global theme are:
strengthening intra-organizational communications and cooperation, promoting a participatory
work environment, improving work-life balance, employee satisfaction, implementing agile
strategies for adaptability, growth of citizenship behaviors, existence of corporate social
responsibility programs, information transparency, constructive laws and regulations,
leadership modeling instead of management, attention to employee well-being, investment in
education and development, expansion of organizational honesty, trust in organizational
processes, innovation and continuous improvement, increasing competitive advantage and
differentiation, situational use of hierarchical structures, and promotion of decentralized
decision-making. Based on the global, organizing, and basic themes identified in this research,
a model for promoting social capital in investment companies based on the case study is
presented below. It should be noted that in general, the obtained themes were obtained in the
areas of importance reasons, influencing factors, required actions and strategies, and
consequences related to promoting social capital in investment companies.

Conclusion: Social capital is a type of capital that has received a lot of attention internationally.
The existence of social capital provides a suitable platform for promoting human, economic,
and physical capital, while the lack of social capital negates the effectiveness of other capitals
in achieving development. However, research aimed at the growth and promotion of social
capital has faced limitations, resulting in research gaps and the field not growing as it should.
Therefore, this research aims to present a framework for promoting social capital in investment
companies. A qualitative study was conducted involving interviews with 12 experts from the
company under study. Thematic analysis was used to identify 45 basic themes, 18 organizing
themes, and 8 global themes as components of promoting social capital in investment
companies. The global themes identified include increasing participation, improving
organizational adaptability, increasing corporate social responsibility, increasing transparency,
nurturing a positive organizational culture, expanding organizational trust, dynamic
competition, and flexible organizational structure. The organizing themes that create these
global themes involve strengthening intra-organizational communications, promoting a
participatory work environment, improving work-life balance, implementing agile strategies
for adaptability, existence of corporate social responsibility programs, leadership modeling,
investment in education, innovation, and decentralized decision-making. The results provide a
guide for promoting social capital in investment companies and are consistent with some prior
research in this area, though this study presents a unique framework for this context.
